One of Brno's positives is its
pleasant natural environment.
Thanks to its abundance of
nature, plentiful forests and
diverse countryside, the area
around Brno is a much sought-
after oasis of rest and
relaxation. To the north of Brno
there is the protected area of
the Moravian Karst (Moravsky
kras) and to the south stretch
the Moravian vineyards with
their typical wine cellars. The
city is surrounded by beautiful
mixed forests, which offer many
opportunities for tourism and
cycling.
