According to historical plans canal and
harbour were thought as combined Z ‘
waterbodies. In 2006 the city of Leipzig ' Bt iy e Ne
decided to let this connection become ‘ ‘
reality. By 2012 the canal will be exten-
ded and flow into the harbour. Public ;
interest and use of the both waters will et
then rise even more. Kar-Heing-Kanal
The Leipzig REURIS partnher is developing and testing tools in order to
avoid negative consequences of urban river revitalisation.

The focus is on three steps: The first is the search for suitable media
like the environment, water, education, arts, and also culture.
Secondly, local actors (schools, NGOs, co-operations, networks, small
and medium enterprises, local administration) will be lead to more
attention for the canal and its situation. Finally, both, media and actors,
will be combined in actions and initiatives that support the goals of
sustainable revitalisation: safeguarding ecological needs of the
waterbodies and guaranteeing public access.
